
- register the student and report them to the UKVI . 
 If the University did not follow the UKVI rules on reporting non-attendance and engagement, we 
would be at serious risk of losing our licence to sponsor all TIER 4 students. UKVI are not flexible in 
their application of the rules, and as such, Brunel Language Centre cannot be flexible in its 
application of attendance requirements. 
 
We considers full attendance and engagement to be absolutely vital to successful study, and as such, 
the Language Centre applies the rules of attendance and engagement to all students, regardless of 
their visa status. Thus, for non-TIER 4 students, whilst reporting to the UKVI is not required, the 
Language Centre will apply the same rules of withdrawal to all students.
